Process
Upon receipt of applications, qualifications will be verified by TCHS athletic director and

guidance counselor. Each applicant will be assigned an application number, which will be
indicated on both the Qualifications & Achievements page and the essay submitted for each
application. Prior to the selection meeting, committee members will be presented with the
essays of all applicants for individual review. Each member will choose 2 essays from both the
male and female applicants, resulting in 2-6 male and 2-6 female finalists. At the selection
meeting, the guidance counselor will present the corresponding Qualifications & Achievements
page for each finalist essay to the selection committee. At that time, members may consider
both the quality of the essay and the achievements of each finalist to determine their selections.
Male and female applicants will be considered separately. The selections shall be solely at the

discretion of the selection committee.
